BACKGROUND
The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009 was signed into law on February 17, 2009.  The Act, in response to the economic crisis, was designed to jump start our economy, create or save jobs, and begin the process of addressing the challenges facing the United States in the 21st century.
PURPOSE
This purpose of this policy is to ensure that grantees and sub-recipients are aware that State WIA policies cover all federal rules and regulations governing WIA and ARRA unless otherwise stipulated in the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act or related TEGLs. It serves to ensure a sound financial management system, consistent treatment of grant funds, accurate and timely reporting, control over assets, and operational integrity, such as audit tracking and internal controls to address WIA and ARRA requirements.  
POLICY
Workforce Investment Act policies are extended to American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) activities unless otherwise exempted by ARRA.  These policies include, but are not limited to, the following policies identified in a December 17, 2009 Department of Labor Monitoring Report:  WIA Policy 3240Rev 1 - Financial Reporting, WIA Policy 3452 - Property Management, WIA Policy 3425 - Monitoring and Oversight Requirements for Compliance Reviews, and WIA Policy 3260 Rev 1 -Allowable Cost and Prior Approval Requirements. 

Through this policy, Washington State WIA policies established for financial reporting, property management, monitoring and oversight, and allowable costs now include ARRA, as well as prohibitions or any additional requirements set forth by ARRA.
